All things came into being
through him, and without him not one thing came into being. What has
come into being in him was life, and the life was the light of all people. The
light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not overcome it.

There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. He came as a
witness to testify to the light, so that all might believe through him. He
himself was not the light, but he came to testify to the light. The true light,
which enlightens everyone, was coming into the world.

As a member of a founding family of the Qalipu Mi'kmaq
First Nation in Newfoundland, and adopted member of the
Raven Clan of the Haidia First Nation, Baxter served as
Indigenous Affairs advisor for three Chaplains General, and
as their representative to the Defence Aboriginal Advisory
Group. He also served on the Eco-justice Committee of our
National Church and as a member of the Council of General
Synod.

The image on the cover of this week's bulletin is of a
lithograph by the renowned West Coast indigenous artist,
Henry Roy Vickers, entitled “Easter 1985".

Vickers grew up in an Anglican Church community in the
Tsimshian village of Kitkala, BC. He has received many awards
and honours for his art and community involvement. Among
them are included: the Order of British Columbia; the Order
of Canada; hereditary chieftainship; and the several
hereditary names he has received from Northwest Coast First
Nations.
